L List or brainstorm the main ideas that will guide your body paragraphs. These may change as you begin to draft your essay. This is a natural part of the process of writing. Make sure that you revise your graphic organizer plan accordingly. 
A Add supporting details and ideas underneath the main ideas. These too may change as you move through the writing process. Be sure to revise your graphic organizer plan to accommodate these changes. 
N Number the key ideas in your graphic organizer and consider carefully the order of your paragraphs. The strongest ideas are usually placed last in the essay because the reader will remember these best. 
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
